Disposing of waste has been a problem since humans started producing it. As more and more people choose to live close
together in cities, the waste-disposal problem becomes increasingly difficult. During the eighteenth century, it was usual
for several neighboring towns to get together to select a faraway spot as a dump site. Residents or trash haulers would
transport household rubbish, rotted wood, and old possessions to the site. Periodically, some of the trash was burned
and the rest was buried. The unpleasant sights and smells caused no problem because nobody lived close by. Factories,
mills, and other industrial sites also had waste to be disposed of. Those located on rivers often just dumped the unwanted
remains into the water. Others built huge burners with chimneys to deal with the problem.

Several facts make these choices unacceptable to modern society. The first problem is that landfills are most needed
in heavily populated areas. Such areas rarely have empty land suitable for this purpose. Property is either too expensive

or too close to residential neighborhoods. Long-distance trash hauling has been a common practice, but most farm areas
refuse to accept rubbish from elsewhere, so cheap land within trucking distance of major city areas is almost nonexistent.
Awareness of pollution dangers has resulted in stricter rules of waste disposal. Pollution of rivers, ground water, land

and air is a price people can no longer pay to get rid of waste. The amount of waste, however, continues to grow.
Recycling efforts have become commonplace, and many towns require their people to participate. Even the most
efficient recycling programs, however, can hope to deal with only about 50 percent of a city’s reusable waste.

Smoking has become unfashionable in most Western countries over the past decade or more, yet its incidence
remains high. Even legislation against smoking in a shared workspace and banning it on public transport has had
limited success, when measured by a decline in the percentage of people still addicted to smoking. In these countries,
the highest rates of smoking tend to be found among people in the 20-29 age group, teenage girls, and working-class
groups. Smokers tend to be well-informed about illnesses related to their habit, such as lung cancer and heart disease.
Despite this knowledge, current smokers tend to underestimate the risk of dying from smoking when compared with
former smokers and those who have never smoked.

Anti-smoking campaigns have used a wide variety of media and techniques to discourage smoking. For example, one
campaign adopted a television commercial and poster, while another used a direct-mail approach, along with radio
advertisements. Various celebrities have helped by performing at places of work and by recording verbal messages.
There have been different target groups. One campaign aimed to reach women, who outnumber men in the under-18
smokers group, stressing the benefits of not smoking with respect to health, beauty and fitness. Another used baby
stickers. Another campaign highlighted the benefits of a smoke-free workplace and was conducted in major clothing
chain stores, supplemented by radio and television advertisements.

When we are learning a foreign language, we tend to think that it is important to understand everything that we hear.
But when you are listening to someone talking in your own language, you probably don’t listen at 100% and nor do
you probably need/wish to.

Thus, an essential rule for improving your understanding of native English speakers is not to expect to understand
everything they say. My wife and I are both from Tokyo in Japan. When we watch DVDs of English television series,
we watch with subtitles — if we don’t have subtitles, we sometimes miss about 20% of what is said. However, even if we
don’t turn on the subtitles and thus miss 20%, we still understand enough to follow the story.

Understanding enough to follow the plot should be your objective too. By “plot,” I mean a conversation in a restaurant,

a formal presentation, a telephone call.

In non-strictly technical or scientific encounters, conversations are often more a means of being together, a socio-cultural
event in which relations are established, rather than an opportunity for exchanging information. Most of the time, what
is said may be completely irrelevant. Quite often talking is merely an end in itself. When we go out for dinner with

friends, the main object is not to collect useful information but simply to interact with the people we are with and to

enjoy each other’s company.
